BIOGRAPHICAL/HISTORICAL.: Charles Willis Post #87, established in 1919, was the first American
Legion post for African Americans to be established in Winchester. It was short-lived and closed in October
1923. The second post, named for Private Charles Edward Williams Jr. was established in 1947. Williams was
the first African American man from the Winchester area to die in World War 1. The American Legion issued a
posthumous Gold Star Citation to Williams on May 24, 1945.
