BIOGRAPHICAL/HISTORICAL: The Valley Agricultural Society held a fair as early as 1856 in 

Winchester, VA. Members could obtain access to the fair by showing their stock certificate. Later, the name 

was changed to Shenandoah Valley Agricultural Society. 

The Fair Grounds were located in the City of Winchester were located between Fairmont and Loudoun streets 

(outlots 58 and 43 on Lake’s Atlas).
